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Let it be noted that this court in exercise of power under Article 226 of
the constitution of India cannot go into the merit of the allegation of resultant order

passed on such.allegation but then this court divinity will be entitled to look into
the decision making process and if such decision making process itself is not

the petitioner in the light of the observations made in this order. ‘
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
